1. We are created by design in the image of Creator God

In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.  Genesis 1:1

• In the beginning God

• He created, this is his design

• We are not here by accident but by God’s divine design


Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness, so that 
they may rule over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky, over the 
livestock and all the wild animals, and over all the creatures that move along 
the ground.” [27] So God created mankind in his own image, in the image of 
God he created them; male and female he created them. Genesis 1:26-27

2. We are created to be in friendship with God and together an 
expression of His character on earth  

Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the Lord God as he was 
walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and they hid from the Lord God 
among the trees of the garden. [9] But the Lord God called to the man, 
“Where are you?”  Genesis 3:8-9

• Created for friendship, relationship and connection with the maker

• Abraham a friend of God, David a man after God’s pwn heart

• In fact only in that place of relationship are we complete and whole

• We are then called to be an expression of his character on the earth


Now this is eternal life: that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus 
Christ, whom you have sent.  John 17:3


You are my friends if you do what I command. [15] I no longer call you 
servants, because a servant does not know his master's business. 
Instead, I have called you friends, for everything that I learned from my

3. We are created for a purpose: to steward the world and to govern it 
wisely and fruitfully 


God blessed them and said to them, “Be fruitful and increase in number; fill 
the earth and subdue it. Rule over the fish in the sea and the birds in the sky 
and over every living creature that moves on the ground. ” [29] Then God 
said, “I give you every seed-bearing plant on the face of the whole earth and 
every tree that has fruit with seed in it. They will be yours for food.  Genesis 
1:28-29

• Created for purpose

• To steward the world and govern it - Care for nurture

• Wisely and bearing much fruitful

• This is both how we treat the earth that God created, etc 

• The land and how we farm 

• The rivers and seas not to use them as our litter bins

• the animals

• The forests




• but also the people on this globe


Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptising them in the name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, [20] and teaching them to 
obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to 
the very end of the age.”  Matthew 28:19-20


4. God restores us  
The enemy aims to “kill, steal and destroy” and the image in humankind is 
broken, but in the Cross/Resurrection Jesus makes it possible for us to share 
in His life and so fulfil the original intention of God for humankind 


Genesis 3 - Tempted to disobey God and sin entered the world, relationship 
with God broken … but…


“The days are coming,” declares the Lord, “when I will make a new covenant 
with the people of Israel and with the people of Judah. [32] It will not be like 
the covenant I made with their ancestors when I took them by the hand to 
lead them out of Egypt, because they broke my covenant, though I was a 
husband to them, ” declares the Lord. [33] “This is the covenant I will make 
with the people of Israel after that time,” declares the Lord. “I will put my law 
in their minds and write it on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be 
my people.  Jeremiah 31:31-33

5. So we have some choices to make: live like Jesus in the power of the 
Spirit or live in independence?  

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, the new creation has come: The old has 
gone, the new is here!  2 Corinthians 5:17

So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live your lives 
in him, [7] rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were 
taught, and overflowing with thankfulness. [8] See to it that no one takes you 
captive through hollow and deceptive philosophy, which depends on human 
tradition and the elemental spiritual forces of this world rather than on Christ.  
Colossians 2:6-8


Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things 
above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. [2] Set your minds 
on things above, not on earthly things. [3] For you died, and your life is now 
hidden with Christ in God.  Colossians 3:1-3
